The articles have three genders,
masculin apoeviko, feminine 6nAuko and
neuter oudetepo, and two numbers,
singular evikoc and plural TtAnBuvrikoc. In
Greek language, there are
alsogrammatical cases. This means that
the ending of the articles, nouns,
adjectives and pronouns is modified
according to their function in the



sentence.

The nominative case (ovopaoTikr)) marks
the subject of the verb, and the
accusative case (aimiartikr)) marks the
object.
